Shu-Kai LIN

Born in Tainan, Taiwan in 1983, Lin Shu-Kai graduated from the Department of Fine Arts,
Taipei National University of the Arts, from which he also earned a master’ s degree. He
currently lives in Tainan.

Graphic art and spatial installation are the staple forms of Lin" s oeuvre. Tainan, the place
in which Lin came of age, is an ancient capital bristling with temples, serpentine lanes,
and religious totems. The artist internalized these visual elements and spatial experienc-
es, dismantling and reassembling the constituents of his personal life and epiphanies,
thereby excavating the symbols in a claborate style gradually formed fantastic building
that embody the cities and islands in his imagination, which resulted in his sui generis art
series Balcony City Civilization. Apart from creating image’ s with religious implications,
the artist seeks to turn the wooden molds left in his father,s factory into models offuturis-
tic city, so as to reveal the myriad metamorphoses of cities and islands.

He has been invited to international and domestic large-scale exhibitions at Kaohsiung

Museum of Fine Arts, Taipei Fine Arts Museum, National Taiwan Museum of Fine Arts,A-
sian Culture Center (South Korea) and Hiroshima City Museum of Contemporary Art(Ja-
pan). He has also worked as an artist-in-residence and presented his works in Germany,

the United States, the Netherlands, and Thailand.

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Art Concept

“When my home was demolished, | was in profound shock. | had always believed
that ‘home’ was a place of safety and stability—but it turned out to be fragile in
the face of change. One day | stood on my balcony and suddenly understood
that the entire city was an illusion—shifting, organic, and constantly in motion.”

These words come from artist Shu-Kai Lin, whose deeply personal experience has
fueled adecade-long exploration of home, memory, and the instability of urban
space. They also providethe foundation for his collaboration with Wayne Ashley,
Founder and Executive Producer at FuturePerfect Studio, an interdisciplinary
immersive media studio based in Brooklyn, New York.

Though they come from different cultural contexts, both Lin and Ashley are
responding to the fragility of cities and the volatile conditions shaping the world
today. In the midst of uncertainty, grief, and dislocation, their project offers a differ-
ent kind of encounter—where art and technology combine to restore feeling,
foster connection, and open space for imagining new futures.

When all that is familiar fades, when the fortress of safety is destroyed—what
remains? As a new world begins to take shape, what do you hope for? What do
you imagine?

In a time of accelerated change, how do we respond, and how do we endure?
After destruction and loss, are we also given a chance to rebuild? To begin
again?

City of Apparition is a cross-border XR collaboration between Shu-Kai Lin and
FuturePerfect Studio. Itis not yet a finished work, but an evolving immersive project
shaped through years of dialogue, creative exchange, and technical explora-
tion— planning that persisted through the dislocations of the COVID-19 pandemic.
Together, the collaborators have tested visual languages, prototyped interaction
design, drafted a visual score, and built 3D models drawn from Lin’ s personal
archive and speculative architectures.

In September 2025, they will premiere a 6-minute prototype demo—offering a first
glimpse of the larger experience they aim to build over the coming year. The goal
is to use this preview to intfroduce the concept, encourage public support, and
build anticipation for the complete work. What began as Lin’ s reflections on
home and loss has taken shape as a mixed reality encounter—where memory
becomes movement, and dislocation opens onto new imaginaries.

You are invited to step into this fragile, shifting universe—where impermanence
gives rise to possibility.
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The “Balcony People” series portrays characters that seem to be products of
boundless imagination, yet they’ re deeply rooted in metaphors reflecting the
lives of today’ s urban dwellers caught in the nine-to-five grind. The artist uses
these characters as a mirror and projection of the collective lifestyle of contempo-
rary society. The initial intention wasn't to depict the “Balcony People” in a seri-
ous or realistic manner; instead, they are represented through a lighthearted,
childlike style.

The artist envisions “Balcony People” not only as a source of comfort for viewers
but also as a space for reimagining the future and a reminder of the creativity
essential to everyday life. This character design subtly addresses various issues of
our erq, encouraging viewers to reflect on their mental and emotional well-being
in the context of social life, and ultimately, to discover and contribute their unique

Artist Shu-Kai LIN has been learning and creating art for over thirty years. Coinciding
with the 30th anniversary of Der-Horng Art Gallery, the gallery has inaugurated a
new space, DH Neology. This new space not only continues to support the artistic
development of its artists but also aims to explore new artistic perspectives and
visions. DH Neology will present Shu-Kai LIN’ s solo exhibition, "Carrying Capacity-It's
Not Just the Artist's 30th Anniversary ". This exhibition reflects the artist's daily life and
creative state, aiming to preserve his family memories while also revisiting his initial
aspirations as an artist.

Starting from a sense of “lived experience,” Shu-Kai LIN draws inspiration from his
family’s business, which has been rendered obsolete by the passage of time, as
well as from personal life experiences. Confronted with an ever-changing external
world, our bodies adapt to daily life, enabling us to respond to the unpredictable
upheavals of contemporary society. However, there are moments when we feel at
aloss as if our spirits are disintegrating. As an artist, the years of experience and
achievements have influenced his creative methods and perspectives. Facing a
continually evolving life and creative journey, Shu-Kai LIN reflects on his past experi-
ences and the complex interweaving of the contemporary environment. Through
introspection, he guides the audience to respond to everyday matters, supporting
daily life with his family business's essential elements and molds. These elements
construct an intangible weight of life, forming a visible civilized city. In Shu-Kai LIN’ s
works, one can see everyday objects, molds from his family’ s industry, and paint-
ings intertwined. These elements represent aspects of his life, attempting to show-
case aresponse to his past experiences through forms of layering and reconstruc-
tion. The constructed monumental city reflects the components of a city and civili-
zation derived from the collective experiences of individuals. Shu-Kai LIN’ s repre-

Shu-Kai LIN starts with the memories and experiences of his family's fading sunset
industry and his personal life history. He draws from the objects and material
experiences provided by the traditional handmade mold-casting factory mas-
ters (his father's generation) during the early stages of Taiwan's industrial devel-
opment. He connects these to his personal travel experiences and the ancient
capital where he grew up and lived — Tainan and extends this to the events and
spatial fragments that have appeared in the city's history at different times.
Through these intersections, he gradually constructs an illusory and ideal city
civilization. This series is composed of two concepts: "bird's-eye view" and "mon-
tage," symbolizing the real world in the digital age in a state of interweaving
time and space.Through reconstruction, it presents another world with organic
civilization.

Utilizing molds from the family industry—a mold casting factory—and objects
from daily life, these elements are reassembled on the canvas. By highlighting
the inherent value of these objects through painting techniques and elements
and transforming their original significance and functionality through artistic
methods, they shape multiple bird's-eye views of civilization from the creator's
inner world, which are extensions of the mental imagery derived from the cre-
ator's experience of the intertwined state of time and space in the real world.
This series of works can be linked and echo with each other, symbolizing the
artist's freely wandering universe and showcasing the bodily sensory experienc-
es accumulated in the face of reality. The works are displayed on the wall, and
it is hoped that viewers will appreciate them as if watching a future image
where eras intersect.

The increasingly heavy physical sensations in the real world also metaphorically
express contemporary people's longing for the free wandering of body and
mind, thus giving rise to whimsical mental imagery. Shu-Kai LIN rethinks and
responds to the meaning of civilization and contemporary life, offering an
imagination of future civilization. At the same time, he presents a unique way of
inheriting the family’ s traditional industry, which is on the verge of being elimi-
nated by the times. As a representative of the third generation of the traditional
industry, he demonstrates his attitude towards and response to the challenges
of the era. This series of works also reflects the sense of uncertainty regarding the
physical and mental state of contemporary people in the metaverse era. It
reminds those of us who live in the city always to maintain an elegant demean-
or, sometimes resonate with it, sometimes display tranquility, and bear the
responsibility for the city's collective progress.

Shu-Kai LIN attempts to use this thematic context not to escape reality but to
assume the role of a guide and lead viewers in confronting various real-world
issues head-on. By overlapping reality and fiction, he constructs carriers that
support spaces (metaphorically representing external and internal pillars). These
structures connect to a utopian world, evolving into large edifices capable of
supporting the real civilized world. They uphold the physical, mental, and spiritual
states of every urban dweller, interdependent and resembling parallel universes,

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A ‘castle” that expandsoutwardintoa ‘city” andthenintoa “civilization” isaptly
manifested in Taiwan, which is an island in the process of connecting and integrating
multiple cultures. The “castle” that explores inward and outward serves as a fortress
and foundation; a bulwark of its own cultural heritage. Meanwhile the “realm” in a city
responds to how the diverse communities and multicultural settlements living together
in a city can become a city with individuality and a future that can be envisioned in the
past, present and future throughout the course of time. Lastly, through the concept of
travel to the realm, communities with multicultural backgrounds can jointly create
organic inclusivity through healthy exchanges. Lin Shu-Kai’ s creations have long been
concerned with the cultural contexts of cities in different countries and regions. He has
synthesized his family's shared memories in traditional industry, history and culture, and
his imagination of the future of urban civilization in his creations, harnessing these
elements to place Taiwan in the context of global culture and explore greater possibili-
ties and connections.

This exhibition revolves around three main contexts: the connection between the histor-
ical footprints of Taiwan and European fortress architecture in the Age of Discovery; the
transformation of old and new architecture between Taiwan and Germany; and the
imagination of future urban civilization. Therefore, through the adept use of installa-
tions and multiple media, Lin Shu-Kai seeks to bring the viewer into the scene of a
future archaeological site, which seems to be a pie-in-the-sky imagination of a futuristic
city, but also compels the viewer to look at and reflect on how the city and culture they
live in will offer alternating feedback to future human beings as time progresses.




In the works, we explore the origins of Taiwan through the symbols of the Austrone-
sian language and the prehistoric era of Taiwan, echoing the creative concept of

“return to the mother” that the artist has adopted for a long time. At the same time,
the artist's blueprint of future urban civilization is epitomized through the creation of
an archaeological site of future civilization so that the creation transcends the limita-
tions of time and space and geographical boundaries, allowing the viewer to freely
travel to the unknown realm through the works.

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There are geographical and historical contexts underlying the building and location
of the Tainan Art Museum. With the "localization" policy, the museum serves as a
physical space showing artworks and as a historical site of formulating and explor-
ing the city's cultural landscape. In previous exhibitions, "landscape" and "terroir"
are distinctive thematic concepts and keywords. For instance, Everyday Life and
Landscapes of the island: Betel Nuts, Bananas, Sugar Cane, and Palms examines
how Taiwan's economic sectors and policies shaped everyday life in Southern
Taiwan. Paying Tribute to Gods: The Art of Folk Belief showcases the cultural land-
scape of folk belief art that is exclusive to Tainan. Re-presentation of a Legend:
Centennial Celebration of HUNG TUNG adopts "terroir" as the curatorial method to
explore the artist's expression and the source of his cultural implications.

Continuing the context of focusing on landscape and terroir with the guideline of
localization, this exhibition includes artists who are graduates of the Art Talent Class
of National Tainan Second Senior High School (founded in 1988) and Art Talent
Class of National Sinying Senior High School (founded in 1992) and continue their
career as artists. With the theme of "landscape" and "the possibility of perceiving
landscape," Lee Hsin-yuan, Lin Shu-kai, Chen Yen-yi, and Chang Ting-ya are invited
to participate in this exhibition.

Instead of developing the exhibition through sub-themes, the exhibition organizes
works of the four artists in a particular order in four galleries. Key phrases that
describe the connotation of the works function as the point of departure, and the
artists arrange the flow with those key phrases: "imagination of the city,” "doubts
about the landscape,” "perceiving space from multiple viewpoints," "awareness of

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In The Museum of Innocence by Orhan Pamuk, Kemal, who is deeply infatuated with
FUsun, transforms his intense love and desire into collecting objects that his love
interest has kept or discarded, with the most peculiar being cigarette butts she has left
behind.

According to the narrative, the novel' s protagonist Kemal collects and arranges
these objects as they are connected to the memories he holds of Flsun, his love inter-
est throughout the novel. The collection contains 4,213 cigarette butts amassed
throughout a period of eight years, representing the desires Kemal has accumulated
inside, with each cigarette butt an imprint of a secret.

The accumulated objects reveal the initial motivation behind this personal collection,
as the collector is later categorized into two types: The Proud Ones, those pleased to
show their collections to the world, and the Bashful Ones, who collect purely for the
sake of collecting, and their collections serve the purpose of mourning for certain
pains, distresses, or dark motives. Collectors amass pain through these objects. Bash-
ful collectors reveal their own history by publicly displaying their collections, as their
shame is appreciated in the form of a museum, with the logical order constructed by
the space used for reorganizing their internal darkness. While inside the space, the
viewers are either drawn in or pushed away by the shame, becoming unclear whether
the shame belongs to others or themselves. After the conversion executed through
the public display, past shame becomes more than just shame; other’ s shame
becomes a sense of thrill for the subjective self, as other’ s detest becomes a form of
content for the subjective self. Other’ s fear and inconvenience then become a sadis-
tic abuse for the subjective self.

Amongst the contributing artists of this exhibition, Lin Shu-Kai converts the tragedy
faced by his home into sweet images. Whether dealing with society, the Internet gen-
eration, or individual dogmatic behaviors, the artworks created by these five artists
have preserved their original contexts but also subverted their existing perspectives,
with narratives reconstructed to evoke the viewers’ shame.
